Neither the photos nor the written directions are very helpful.For example, the 
multigemstone earrings on page 16 17: the first photo shows the wire frame, the second photo shows the completed 
outer row of wire arches with the beads!!! The instructions say: "Make a base outer row of 21 unbeaded arches..." 
There are no pictures showing how to make arches or how the beads got on there.I don't think I can adequately explain 
how frustrating it is to try to follow instructions to attempt a project in this book. Not only do I not recommend it, I
